Learning Objectives

Pupils should learn:

· About the difference between pulse and rhythm

· How to practice simple rhythmic patterns 

· How to improvise effective rhythmic patterns

· How to compose and perform using a pulse grid

Through the activities in this unit pupils will be able to understand, use and spell correctly words relating to rhythm and pulse, e.g. tempo, rhythm, pulse, accompaniment, semibreve, minim, crotchet, quaver, ostinato.
